In a word, the Rightist muve backward -- the Nov,
25 coup — instead of being seen and fought as the whip
of the counter-revalulion that it is, is belng whitewashed

ing for NATOD, as il Ifelmut Schmidt’s West German
type of “socinlism™ differs fundamentally from the open
imgerialism of Ford's CIA? They now sce jL not as any
kind of workers: democracy; rather lhe howling for
“sacrifice and hard work™ is clearly a defense of the
capitalistic sysiem.

To Begin ot the Beginning

When the SP-CP had, in 1969, urganized the Demo-
cralic Women's movement, it was sirictly limited to
economiec Issues . . . not that “Equal Pzy feor Equal
Woek' wus ever cnforced even in 197475, Still, that
movement, fiom above, kepl sves {urned away from
“feminist” issues. such as right to 2bortion, or other
man/woman palatinng,  thoush sompe Portusasse o
were bacloward enough 10 appose their wives using con-
traceptives becausc it could supposedly make them
impotent! Even when women were complaining they
were as afraid of lheir men at home “as of bosses in
the factory,” it did not move these “advanced poilticos™
to change the nature of their organization, The Women's
Liberstion Movement (MLM) thereupon arese on new
ground, ground that didn't separate philosophic founda-
lion from feminism or class struggles.

Wew Farcer of Revolution, Focus:
: Wamen, Youth, Peasants
Amilcar Cabral, hack in the 1960's when Portuguese
economy seemed to experience its greatest “develop-
ment” with the multi-nationals meving in o0 Porlugal,
saild that Portugal, as the weakest lizk in world im-
parialism, “could not afford nea-colonialism.” The only

ones whe seemed to listén to the African revolutivnary’

were the Portuguesc studenis, whose sirikes came to a
climax in 1968 and were against. zonscription as well as

The more foreign capilal began 1o move into Portu-
fal as o safe haven for profits and low-paid fabor, the

All these factors brought (he women into production
-— indusirial, agricultural — and into unemployment.
They were the first in be hil by nnemaloyment which,
by W75, numtered no less than 5000000, The women whn
cetablished the Women's Liberalion Movement (MLAM)
did not think that all their probiems were “solved” hy
the existing parhes and umeons.

An MLM leallet, calling for equal pay for women at
the Via Longa hrewery and Pao sugar lactory, was
forced to state: “* is pot only e bosses that are ex.

Or take the question of agricultere and the most
reactionary Cathelic hierarchy, Ironically. the entry of
foreiga capital — U.S., West German, Swedish, Dutch,
French — built up not only big industry, like the
Lisnave shipyards or thc pew zirpart at Farne, hut also
{in this case West German capital) an irrigation scheme

is no way to escape the new, the ‘pivotal role of women,
the youlh hoth on campus and in the army, or the poor
peasanis, On Feh. 9, 1975, 30,000 farm workers in
Alentejo demanded confiscalion of the properties of the
owners allempling coups, B

Instead of keeping uway lrom *“feminist" questions,
the Ohi Left better learn -lo recogulre new forces of
revulutlon aid new ways of emergeace of ihose T6iies.
Beiore the April, 1974 .overthrow of lhe fascist regime,
undercurrents of tavolt arose among women, from liter-
stiire to aclual class struggles.
